.. Since our last issue the Leisure Committee, under the 
Chairmanship of Mr. L. B. Cross, has met with 
Councillor S. Randall at the Civic Centre to discuss 
progress on the proposals put forward for increased 
leisure facilities. As a result. the Committee is very 
hopeful that definite plans regarding additional sporting 
facilities will be forthcoming from the LBB. 

However. when the question of providing a small 
Community Centre was raised, Councillor Randall 
indicated that in view of past difficulties encountered at 
Community Centres provided by the Council, Members 
would not be prepared in the present financial climate to 
spend fair-sized capital sums on similar ventures. It 
would be up to the residents of Chislehurst to show their 
readiness to support such a venture by raising funds and 
joining in management of the Centre. Should a solid 
support be forthcoming this might induce Council 
Members to consider giving some assistance.
